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Storm Hits Bethel Township

On Wednesday, May 21, 2014, a torrential rainstorm struck Miami and Clark Counties. This
storm dumped as much as six inches of rain in approximately ninety minutes. Flash flooding was
like nothing ever seen before in this area. “I have lived in this area for 59 years and have seen
runoff and some flash flooding but nothing like this” stated Trustee Jerry Hirt. The results of the
rainfall took quick effect on the area causing several road closures, water over roadways, vehicle
crashes, lightning strikes, and overall flooding. After the event, we were left with damage to
roadways, homes, crops, drainage systems, vehicles,
and mass property damage in general.

Almost every street was affected by some form of
flooding. State Routes 571, 201, 202, US Route 40,
New Carlisle, Pisgah, and Dayton Brandt were all |
temporarily closed due to flooding or damage to the
roadway. With the hard work of road crews and
contractors hired by the Township to make emer-
gency repairs, all roadways were opened by the next
morning. The Township is still working on perma-
nent repairs to New Carlisle, Pisgah, and Wildcat as
well as replacing washouts and berm damage. An-
other issue was the amount of debris that washed out
of fields onto roadways, everything from logs to
corn stubble. In some areas this was up to a foot
deep on the roadways. Road crews utilized the Township’s snow plows to plow the debris off
the roadway and open up lanes of travel.

Fire crews responded to over twenty incidents during and after the event. Crews checked on vic-
tims of “slide off” crashes, flooding, assist to citizens getting out of their houses, and one report-
ed structure fire that luckily was only some damaged electrical equipment as a result of a light-
ning strike. Conditions were so hazardous that a medic and a fire engine got “stuck” in the mud
while responding to calls. Both vehicles were removed with the help of citizens and the road de-
partment. Bethel Township Fire Department would like to formally thank both for their efforts in
getting them back on the road. Crews did assist with the rescue of a woman from her flooded
residence. Shelter was provided for at the fire
station for anyone displaced from their homes
or stranded from their vehicles. We, as a
Township, are very fortunate that we had no
reported injuries and no deaths as a result of
this severe flooding.

| As we proceed with cleanup efforts, Bethel
Township would like to thank everyone for
their cooperation and ask for their patience as
we make repairs. We have submitted initial
damage reports to the Miami County Emergen-
cy Management Agency, who will then request
federal monies for repairs. Hopefully, these
funds will be issued to help with the overall
cost of the repairs.

The applicant
requests a variance to decrease the amount of feet needed put up a billboard from the required one hundred (100) feet of
the right of way to twenty (20) feet of the right of way located at 6770 Cobaugh New Carlisle Ohio 45344 zoned as I-1.

Glass is endlessly recyclable. Did you know it can take up to a million years for a glass bottle to decom-
pose? Most glass jars and bottles manufactured in the United States today contain at least a 25% recy-
cled glass content. In addition to keeping glass out of landfills, recycled content glass can be produced
with 75% less energy than new glass.

Currently our current recycling vendor, Waste Management, does not accept glass for recycling.

The township has a separate green bin, labeled “GLASS” for residents to use. We take the glass to the county recycling
station in Troy. If you have any questions on the type of glass that can be accepted, please contact the township at
845.8472.

Not all glass can be recycled. Below is a list of items that should NOT be placed in the recycling bin:

e  Mirror or Window glass e Any glass contaminated ww/stones, dirt or food waste
e Crystal e Ceramics - dishware, bakeware and decorative items
e Plastic or metal lids e Lightbulbs

e Heat resistant glass, such as Pyrex
